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Family, education, justice...These
are a few of the Torah's and rab-
binical Judaism’s most promoted
values. The majority of the com-
mandments of the Torah and cer-
tainly the majority of the Ten Com-
mandments impact the integrity of
family and support a society that is
anchored by strong familial units.

It is worth asking ourselves if we are as demon-
strative in our family values as we might hope to be.
Are we willing to raise the value of family above the
value of convenience and self-interest? If and when
we married, did we understand each other’s defini-
tion of family? Perhaps to her it meant involving her
mother in absolutely every decision — large or small.
To him, it may have meant an occasional call and a
yearly visit for the holidays. But those definitions of
family were most probably based on our past and
not on the new reality of a couple choosing to live by
the Jewish value of family. In a new age as grand-
parents, are we living our Jewish family values or
deferring to the sometimes less noble value of si-
lence when words might be appropriate and dis-
tance when closeness might be that which is most
needed. Even adult children who resist parental ad-
vice might still need it and take heed of it if it is of-
fered in a spirit of generous loving-kindness.

We are blessed to raise children and grandchil-
dren in the Valley Outreach Synagogue family.
Thanks to all of you, our children are being raised
with hundreds of aunts, uncles, grandparents and
cousins.

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It's one of those moments in life where | decide whether or

not to put my money where my mouth is. | either walk the
walk, or acknowledge to myself that, in some respects, I'm a
fraud.

Over the past several years, whenever friends and ac-
quaintances have been in times of challenge, I've often of-
fered up their potential choice of faith over fear. I've made the
familiar friendly suggestion that a path of relying on God
could be far less painful than dwelling in fear of what might or
might not happen.

And as | write this, there's a handwritten sign taped on the
wall over my desk which says, "With God all things are possi-
ble."

| know I'm not a deliberate hypocrite. There have been
numerous bumpy times in my life when | ultimately adapted a
mantra of "Thy Will, not mine be done" to get me through.

But sometimes more than others, that's a tough posture to
land on. It's an admission that although we're trying our best
and doing everything we need to do, we're ultimately power-
less over the results. And alongside our heartfelt prayers for
a good outcome, we're kinda saying to God that, no matter
what happens, it has to be O.K. with us.

No, not kinda... we're saying it.

Whew, what an order! I'm not sure if | can go through with
it right now.

This adventure in which I'm currently entrenched isn't an
unusual one. The initial results of a surgery | underwent
about three weeks ago were spectacular. | felt better than
I've felt in five years. It was as if someone had given me a
drink from the fountain of youth. More importantly, it made
me recognize how impaired I've been in some areas lately.

But the symptoms have returned, and it's a bit rough go-
ing right now. The doctor is taking an entirely new tack, using
formerly unspoken terminology, some of which is intimidat-
ing. The good news is that I've asked the big questions, and
I've been assured that ultimately everything should turn out
O.K.

But it's frightening. Who really knows for sure, right?

| don't know about you, but in situations like these, my
mind turns to the most dire scenarios. Immediately | thought
of last month's column where | wrote about Randy Pausch
and taking final inventory of our lives. "What if that was a Di-
vine sign?" I've wondered. "What if God was giving me an
opportunity to say my farewells, and | didn't know it?" "What
if this is one of God's little ironic life and death scenarios and
I'm the star of the show?"

Holy Cow! (or something similar...)
But another thought has just come to mind.

What about all the people in this congregation who've un-
dergone, and are undergoing significant health chal-
lenges? People with first names like Marcia, Janis, Ellis, Don,
Reva, Dick, Trisha, Diana, Floyd...

Jeez, the list is endless. Come to think of it, most every-
one | know has had some kind of significant health challenge.

And suddenly I'm realizing the truth: all that's happening
here is that it's my turn at bat.

No big deal - no matter the outcome... it's just my turn at
bat.

And how have all those others dealt with their opposing
pitchers? As far as | can see, with courage... and gracious-
ness... and resolve... and humor... and faith.

Shame on me for faltering: | should know better and rec-
ognize the lessons all these precious friends are teaching
me.

There is no other option. | don't have any control. All | can
do is try my best and leave the results to the God who loves
me. | can't be a hypocrite and | can choose faith in the Al-
mighty rather than sink in a morass of what if's. And | can
remember to be grateful and say, "Thank You, God, for every
day of my life."

It's just another time to put my money where my mouth
is.
My only question: are fives less fattening than twenties?
